Overview

Hand Drill Risk Assessment
Description

Hand drills are used to produce holes in materials or objects –a drill bit is rotated and then pressed against a surface so that the drill bit cuts into the material and makes a hole.

Potential hazards

•
Cuts to fingers and hands caused by the drill bit being accidentally pushed into skin during drilling operation.

•
Dust, generated by cutting operations, getting into eyes.

Control measures

•
An adult should either fit the drill bit into the drill chuck or should check the security of the drill bit if a child has changed the drill bit.

•
Only twist drills should be used – flat drill bits or slick bits should not be used.

•
The work to be drilled must be securely clamped or fixed in place – a vice, G-cramp or other similar secure method should be used.

•
Any dust generated from the drilling operation should be swept away, not blown away.

•
Goggles or safety glasses should be worn if metals or plastics are being drilled – goggles or safety glasses are not usually necessary if spar wood, strip wood or wooden wheels are being drilled.
